This is nothing to do with the 

Supplier, but with their sources.  A higher sulphur content in Kerosene may affect 

Agas, Rayburns and the like, causing them to soot up and burn less efficiently. 

This can be easily corrected, if you detect a problem, by pouring 1 litre of TOPA-

NOL per every  1,000 litres of  fuel oil into your tank and stirring vigorously with 

a stick.
