Parish Council

PCSO Ian Ross attended the June PC meeting confirming the welcome “No
Crime for the month” statistics for the second consecutive month. Whilst
delighted by this, Council was asked to warn against leaving windows open
downstairs in houses or in cars unless someone is present in the room or ve-
hicle. This will help to guard against opportunist thieves.

A Speed Indicator Device, SID, is to be lent to the parish for a short period
to assist with controlling the speed of traffic on the A378. Your Speedwatch
co-ordinator has been working hard to ensure it is positioned in the best pos-
sible spot and the clerk has been providing clerical support. A parish with a
speeding problem may be offered such a free one off trial of the device but
thereafter there is a signing up fee if the SID is felt to be seriously benefi-
cial. It is then loaned on regular basis two or three times a year but the cost
is not inconsiderable. The machine records data, one directional only, so it
will be interesting to have some up to the minute statistics.

Council has promised the Village Hall Management Committee a grant to-
wards the cost of tarmacing the western end of the village hall car park and
drive, This should benefit users and keep Stowey Road free from loose chip-
pings. Members of the Baptist Church have kindly undertaken to keep The
Pound in good order and there is a pleasing improvement in its appearance.
Council has plans to revamp Langford Corner in the autumn as it is felt to
have become generally overgrown.

The number of people in Somerset coming forward to adopt children has
reduced.

Council does not want to “bang on” about dog excrement but the road in the
vicinity of the shop is often fouled and there are frequent complaints from
residents.

The solution is
for owners to pick up after their dogs, for the material to be either taken
home or to the nearest dog waste bin for disposal. Failure to do so is an of-
fence and anyone seeing a culprit should report the person preferably to
SSDC direct.

RSPB With the driest start to the year for over 70 years the possibility
of droughts, water shortages and hosepipe bans are high. How-
ever, the thirsty creatures in our gardens still need our help to keep hydrated
this summer. Garden birds and other wildlife need fresh water, while lawns,
trees and shrubs need to be kept green and lush to provide insect food. This
can be done at no extra cost whilst still being mindful to conserve water.
Species like blackbirds, song thrushes and robins will find it extremely chal-
lenging to find the food they need if the earth is dry and solid as it becomes
increasingly difficult to extract food, like worms and slugs, from the ground.
Most birds, especially small ones, need to drink at least twice a day and in the
summer this will increase. They get the liquid they need from both food and
drinking. Many insectivorous birds get most of their water from food, while
seed-eating birds like greenfinches, have a dry diet and need to drink more.
All birds also need water for feather washing. Bathing and preening are es-
sential to keep feathers in good condition which helps birds get around, find
food, and evade predators. The best way to provide birds with the water they
need is to put out a simple, sturdy dish of water with sloping sides. One to
four inches of water would be best and ideally the surface of the bath needs
to be rough so birds can grip it with their claws. Avoid shiny slippery con-
tainers. You don’t need to spend a lot of money on a fancy structure and you
don’t need to put out a lot of water — a small amount, refreshed twice a day,
would be fine. Why not install a water butt, to collect any rainwater that we
do get this summer? Even if only small amounts are collected in the next few
weeks, when the wetter seasons start they will be completely full for next
year’s dry spells. Water from water butts is ideal for the almost daily water-
ing needed in summer, and can also be used for topping up ponds. You could
also use ‘grey water’ from things such as baths or preparing vegetables and
salads to keep your lawns saturated.

Helping people over 50 stay warm and well in their homes
Warmer Improved Somerset Homes (WISH) is a new advice project which has been
set up offering help and support to parishioner’s over the age of 50 who live in Som-
erset. The project is designed to ensure people are able to continue living inde-
pendently, and stay warm and well in their own homes.

As the average domestic fuel bill continues to increase (by around 125% in the last
five years), many people who live in rural areas and are over the age of 50 continue to
face huge costs — or often risk living in cold, damp homes to avoid large gas and elec-
tricity bills.
