Parish Council

The Annual General Meeting brought few, if any, surprises and most
councillors continue for 2010-11 in their same roles as representatives on
various external committees with Malcolm Cavill remaining as Chair-
man. A post he has held for ten years which shows great dedication to
the village.

If you wish to report any problems with the Highway or Rights of Way you
can either contact the Clerk who will forward them or go direct to SSDC or
SCC respectively. A pothole does have to be quite deep to be mended in the
current financial climate. Rights of Way is now administered by the County
Council in a bid to reduce costs by the sharing of resources throughout the
county.

A group of parishioners encouraged by Cllr. Nina Cameron had a litter pick
one afternoon and collected seven sacks of rubbish, mostly from along the
A378. This was a splendid effort. Streetscene, which is an arm of Environ-
mental Health will take genuinely collected roadside rubbish so if you feel
like doing similar, talk it through with the Clerk, wear high visibility clothing
and ask the Clerk to arrange for collection.

Barry Knox is the Tree Warden for Fivehead and would be happy to hear
from anyone with anything to report or interested in what the job involves.
He also co-ordinates the other South Somerset Wardens and there have been
interesting meetings and visits: although much funding has been removed
recently it is hoped that these can continue.

The Clerk receives bulletins from SSDC and other “tourist type” organisa-
tions notifying details of events and activities. These are too numerous to dis-
play on the notice board. Some are passed on to the webmaster but if you
would like to know of events, often educational or child centred let the Clerk
have your email address and she will forward them direct.
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This spring has seen mixed fortunes for our nesting lapwings. Some nests had
eggs taken by foxes early on in the season and some nests were abandoned by
the adult birds. But on the positive side, there have been some successful nests
with broods of young lapwing hatched and on the move by early May, learn-
ing to fend for themselves under the keen eye of their parents. At the moment,
there are six nests and four broods of hatched lapwings at West Sedgemoor,
and also eight nests and two broods of hatched lapwings at Greylake reserve.
So effectively ten nests on each reserve so far and more being discovered as I
write this! The young birds will again this year, be tagged with a tiny tracking
device and radio tracked to monitor their progress to adult stage. This out-
come is a really good result for both the reserves. Look carefully for proud
lapwings with their chicks, that could be viewable from the hide at Greylake!

Our reserve at Greylake is a great place to bring the family in summer, as there are
picnic benches to sit and enjoy a packed lunch while listening to the surrounding
bird song on the reserve. It is also an ideal place for using pushchairs and mobility
vehicles on our purpose built wooden boardwalk and slide handle pedestrian gates.
And there is a fantastic spacious hide to sit and watch wildlife including hares and
roe deer, as well as birds. There are also benches to stop and take in the surround-
ing landscape with great views of the Polden Hills and the Quantock Hills beyond.
The reeds along the boardwalks provide lots of interesting sounds of sedge war-
blers and reed warblers singing and chatting away! Look out for stoats that can
sometimes be seen darting across the boardwalk. And on warm days, dragonflies
and damselflies rest on the boards before chasing after other insects. If you are
interested in learning more about the birds at Greylake, book onto our Birdwatch-
ing for Beginners walk in June.
