RSPB NEWS - April 2011

The freezing conditions at the end of 2010 relented and the weather in the first two months of
the year were milder. The lack of severe frost in January meant that the month lived up to its
billing as a peak month for ducks and waders at our reserves. January saw exceptional num-
bers of birds at West Sedgemoor with almost 56,000 ducks and almost 38,000 waders, whilst
at Greylake the new ditches and wet features developed in front of the hide allowed visitors to
view some of the 6,000 ducks and almost 18,000 waders mainly lapwing present in the late
winter months. The usual array of wintering birds of prey included hen harrier, peregrine, mer-
lin, sparrowhawk and a short eared ow! as well as numerous buzzard.

So now our thoughts are turning to spring with mid-March seeing the first sand martin
and wheatear at Greylake as well as singing chiffchaff heralding the beginning of spring. Grey-
lake during the spring is a great place to view returning breeding lapwing and redshank and to
enjoy their amazing display flights and calls. The spring is a crucial time at the reserves when
we see if all the hard work managing habitats has paid off for the breeding birds.

Our heronry at Swell wood also becomes the focus of attention, already by March
birds have returned and this means the return of the popular ‘Herons Above’ days on week-
ends throughout April. Staff and volunteers will be on hand to show visitors the birds, and take
guided walks around the woodlands. The dates are as follows:

9-10 April 16-17 April 23-24 April
These events do not require booking and a couple of free hours should be well rewarded, with
views of the Herons and other wildlife and flowers in the woodlands.

As well as the weekend events we are hoping to have a strong RSPB staff and volun-
teer presence during weekdays throughout April so if you can't visit at the weekend why not
make a trip to Swell Wood mid-week. And we invite you to join us on an Evening Woodland
Stroll (22nd & 23rd April) or revel in the delights of the Dawn Chorus on International Dawn
Chorus Day (Sunday 1st May).
