It is with great sadness that for those who have not already heard | am sorry to tell
you that Lynn Griffiths sadly passed away after being very poorly since January of this
year. Lynn, with his wife, Jean worked tirelessly for many years supplying both materi-
al needs for the village and providing a friendly environment in the Village Shop prem-
ises which they much improved over their years as post master and shop keepers.
There they met the many and varied requirements of local people and their efforts were
very much appreciated. It is well known that Lynn and Jean carried on working much
longer than they would have wished because they had been unable to sell the shop as
a going concern. Council extend their sincere condolences to Jean for her great loss.

The closure of the Shop is a huge blow to the village. We are all extremely lucky in that
during July Steve Chastell took on selling newspapers, bread and other basic supplies plus
the prescription collection service from the Crown Inn. He continues to develop services
whilst waiting for the result of a planning application to put up a small shop attached to the
Crown Inn. Council will of course be backing the application.

There is a successfully running Rights of Way team of volunteers who keep an eye on
designated paths, sometimes clipping back encroaching side growth if required and reporting
any faults to the Parish Paths Liaison Officer who happens to be me, the Parish Clerk. Some
of these volunteers were trained by SSDC to make repairs to “furniture” and erect signs. All
very useful in these days of cuts. We would very much welcome more people to join the
team. If you enjoy walking and would like to add some purpose to your walk, even just occa-
sionally, we would love you to “sign up” which will give you insurance cover under SCC. You
will not be asked to make repairs as training is no longer available. There will be a meeting
very soon to welcome potential new volunteers and explain just what is involved. To express
an interest please ring Margaret on 281341 or speak to any of the existing volunteers, if you
know who they are

You may have noticed that weeds are growing strongly particularly by pavement kerb
stones. Highways will not be doing any weed spraying this year so I'm afraid it is down to self
help. The big society yet again. You might be prepared to clear the section in front of your
property or see if neighbours would be willing to work together in your area. If the weeds are
allowed to seed or root deeply the problem will be worse next year.

Finally the unpleasant topic of dog fouling on Rights of Way, particularly on grassed
fields which are bread and butter for our cows. Dog walkers are not always keeping to the
path line. They are letting their dogs stray well off the line, allowing them to defecate just any-
where and not picking up the resultant mess. Please keep to the correct route and do have
consideration for the land owners. Fouled grass can represent a serious hazard to cattle. It is
now an offence under the new Dog Act, a copy of which is on the notice board, not to pick up
your dog’s faeces on the highway or on a ROW. Council has provided two bins, one at the
Playing Field and one on the Isle Abbots Road north of the cemetery. As SSDC is not
prepared to empty more bins Council is unable to purchase another but faeces, double
wrapped, can be disposed of in your domestic wheelie bin.

With a raging torrent all
around that could quite easily sweep this creature to its death, the bird had found a
place where it was just far enough from the water to be safe and content.

The summer is often the time when we hope to find a little peace from the demands
of everyday life. We often place rather high expectations on what a break might do
for us. While there is no doubting that taking some time out is a valuable thing, we
can often feel a little frustrated that our holiday was too short, or it was not quite as
we had hoped.

Fivehead Village shop

Since the meeting held at the village hall at the start of June a steering group has met
on four occasions to look at the options that are available for the provision of a shop and post
office once the present one closes.

Initially consideration was being given to the idea of the setting up of a community shop/Post
Office, run by the community for the community. A resident came forward with the offer of
premises in the courtyard next to the existing shop at a reasonable rent and this was being
considered. This plan was seen to be a good option as it met many of the needs of the village
as well as being a good thing for the ‘community’ of Fivehead. A visit was made to a communi-
ty shop on the Quantock Hills to see how it was run and what experience the management
could share with us.

As progress was being made in this area, the landlord of the Crown Inn came forward with a
proposal of his own. This was that he wanted to set up a shop/Post Office at the pub as a com-
mercial enterprise. He has already taken on the sale of newspapers and will be offering other
basic food items once the shop closes.

An application has now gone in to the planners at South Somerset District Council for the erec-
tion of a shop and Post Office in the car park of the pub. The steering group have written to the
council in support of this application.
