        2011 is Election Year. Every four years in May there is an opportunity for the 

residents of the parish to elect seven people to represent them, their aspirations and 
concerns. Council as a body will lobby Parliament via our MP and our local County 

and District Councils in the interests of Fivehead and Swell, its people and infra-

structure. The Parish Council employs a Clerk to do the majority of the work so if 

you are interested in standing do not fear that you will end up having to write letters 
and make phone calls. The councillors, also known as members, keep their eyes and 

ears open and are the people residents should approach with their thoughts, prob-

lems or requests. The councillors take these matters forward for debate via an agen-
da item at a the next monthly meeting. The Clerk will then take action as instructed. 

       If you are interested in becoming a councillor and would like to stand for elec-

tion then you will need to fill in a form which the Clerk will have by the end of Feb-

ruary or it can be obtained direct from the Election Office, SSDC at Brympton Way. 
You will need two seconders. It could not be easier! The deadline for receipt of the 

forms by SSDC is April 4th so information in the next Fivehead newsletter would be 

too late. We already have one vacancy on the Council following the resignation of 
Mr. Balmer and an election is a healthy and democratic thing. There has certainly 

not been an election in the last thirty plus years. 

      So what will being a councillor involve? Your attendance at a monthly meeting, 
generally held in the village hall on the first Monday monthly at 8pm. Some absenc-

es are permitted! A representative is required on both the Village Hall and Playing 

Field Committees so information flows easily between the organisations and a 

named person attends SALC meetings which take place three or four times a year to 
inform local parishes how they are affected by national policy. Opportunities also 

arise to represent Fivehead at meetings and events. These are generally to do with 

the receipt of various services so councillors can get an overview of how things are 
done, make their point, meet both the people who manage things and parish council-

lors from other villages. Travel expenses are available for any meetings outside the 

parish boundary. Members are currently consultees on planning matters, this role 
may be expanding. They set the annual budget and control the maintenance of vil-

lage assets such as the cemetery and can take a deeper interest in a matter which par-

ticularly interests them. 

     What attributes should a prospective councillor have? A genuine impartial inter-
est in the well being of the village and its residents and a desire to be involved in the 

future direction of the village. It seems likely there will be more opportunity for 

shaping the latter in these days of ―The Big Society‖ so members from all walks of 
life and of a wide spread of ages would constitute a truly representative parish coun-

cil. Please do consider hard whether you could be such a person and if you want 

more detailed information ask either the Clerk or any councillor. They will be de-

lighted to hear from you.

December was exceptionally challenging and for much of 

the month West Sedgemoor and Greylake reserves were 

frozen solid with up to 6 inches of snow. Almost all the 

ducks, geese and waders moved out to coastal areas to find open water for 

feeding. Whilst we were working on the moor we noticed a few thousand 

lapwing, managing to hold out in the snow although appearing very reluc-

tant to move, even when approached quite closely. Greylake became a most 

amazing place to see water rail at close quarters, with two birds often seen 

together, both around the hide and boardwalk; this made for great photo 

opportunities for visiting birdwatchers. As I write in mid January mild, wet 

weather has returned and large flocks of wigeon and teal are back at both 

reserves and this has attracted peregrine and the occasional hen harrier so 

conditions are returning to normal. Viewing from the Greylake hide has 

been improved by the digging of new ditches, so why not pop down and 

enjoy the spectacle!   

 

We usually see a good number of herons up in the tree tops at Swell Wood 

by early February so we are hoping the wintry conditions do not return and 

the herons can start their nest building in the next month or so.  Look out 

for details of our ‗Herons above‘ events through April.  Join us on a guided 

walk around Swell Wood to listen to and identify woodland birds in song.  

A wonderful opportunity to enjoy the sights and strange sounds of the her-

ons and little egrets, with chicks close up in their tree top nests.  Binoculars 

and telescopes will be available for use.  So do come and meet the noisy 

nesters!!

As I look back on what I have been reading over the past 12 months, I notice 

with some surprise that I have been captivated to varying degrees by quite a 

mix of different authors such as John Grisham, Dan Brown, Alexander McCall 

Smith, Fyodor Dostoevsky and at present, Adam Nicolson.  

 

The style and subject matter of the books has been rather diverse and I have 

enjoyed that. The last mentioned author has written an account of the lives and 

events that led to the publication of The King James translation of the Bible, 

which celebrates its 400th anniversary this year. The Bible itself is a collection 

of books - narrative, history, poetry, wisdom – a whole host of genres from 

different authors over many years. 

 

It has been read and admired by millions of people through the years regard-

less of their faith position. For some it is simply a literary classic, while for 

others its content has continued to challenge, uplift, comfort and transform 

lives.  

 

I have to admit that I find the language of the King James to be quite hard go-

ing at times, and there are other well written and accurate translations which 

are perhaps more accessible. However, I would wholeheartedly commend this 

as a collection of books worth visiting and revisiting, whatever translation you 

may have or know of. At the Baptist Church we are taking an overview of the 

Bible in the first part of this year and you would be welcome to join with us, 

or to come by and take a copy of the guide that we are using to look at 100 of 

the key part of the Bible.

On 27 March 2011 all residential households in the United Kingdom will be 

taking part in a census. Since 1801 a day has been chosen every ten years for 

this purpose. The census provides an excellent source of information about 

the population. This enables central and local government, health authorities 

and many other organisations to plan housing, education, health and transport 

services for years to come.  

 

The census statistics feed into the allocation of funding for local authorities 

and play a major part in their ability to provide local services, so it is crucial 

the population estimate is as accurate as possible.  When the questionnaire 

envelope comes through the door you‘ll easily recognise it by the purple 2011 

Census logo.  Take care of it.  If, like many people, you want to complete the 

questionnaire online, your individual internet code is on the front of the ques-

tionnaire.  

 

The 2011 Census doesn‘t want anyone to fall behind - so there is a wide range 

of help options available (such as language guidance booklets, large print for-

mat, Text Relay and census field staff on hand, as well as online help and tele-

phone call centres).
