         This spring has again seen mixed fortunes for our nesting lapwings.  At Greylake 
some nests have been predated by Buzzards, in all likelihood this is due to the unsea-
sonably dry weather affecting the availability of some of the normal buzzard diet, such 
as earthworms.  But on the positive side, there have been some successful nests with 
broods of young lapwing hatched  some well grown by mid-May, learning to fend for 
themselves under the keen eye of their alarm calling parents. The dry weather has also 
meant that counts of snipe have been fairly low so far, but it may be that their displays 
have not been as frequent during our surveys as they usually are, due to the condi-
tions, rather than any failure to breed successfully. Curlew display flights on the other 
hand have been very common during our survey work so far this spring so hopefully 
they are having a good year. 
 
When it comes to managing the reserve for visitors, the main task during the early 
spring has been to develop a new section of path in Swell wood making the longer, 
scarp woodland trail accessible via a new stile from a bus stop on the A378 Taunton to 
Curry Rivel road. A section of new path has been cut out through the woodland and a 
new viewpoint has been cleared with some of the timber used to make a new bench. 
Four other viewpoints have been enhanced or created along the original trails. The 
interpretation and signage including the modular sign has also been completely re-
newed and updated in Swell wood, so why not make a visit to the reserve and enjoy 
the new views, songbirds and woodland flowers before things quieten down in mid-
summer.

The Good Book? 
  
Professor AC Grayling speaks of his recent publication, The Good Book – A Secular 
Bible as ‗a distillation of the best that has been thought and said by people who‘ve ex-
perienced life and thought about it [but with] not one occurrence of the word God, the 
afterlife or anything like that‘. Grayling would not be the first to seek to make sense of 
life without reference to God and I am sure that this book is sincerely written, contain-
ing much sage and sensible advice.  
  
Living life without reference to God does seem to be a particular feature of our Western 
culture in the twenty first century. In some ways I can see why this may be, not least 
because the Christian church does not always cover God in glory in the way that we 
sometimes do things.  
  
When Jesus delivered what has been described as ‗the essence of Christian teaching‘ 
in the Sermon on the Mount (found in Matthew‘s Gospel chapters 5-7) he sets out what 
it looks like to have God genuinely at the centre of our lives. It would have been revolu-
tionary to those who heard it first hand. There is even an implicit challenge to the reli-
gious leaders of the day who ironically seemed to have organised God out of the pic-
ture themselves!  
  
I believe that we need to hear these words from Jesus just as much as that first audi-
ence did, so that our lives may be informed and transformed, not by the wisdom of the 
great and the good, but by the One who was and is and is to come – Immanuel, God 
with us – Jesus. We will be looking at this part of Matthew‘s gospel over the next three 
months on Sundays at 10.30. As ever you are most welcome to join with us.
