You may be aware that Central Government is making changes to the boundaries of 
MP’s constituencies. In addition Somerset County Council is adjusting its divisions. 
South Somerset is to lose one division, and guess what, it is to be Curry Rivel. As the 
boundaries of all divisions are moving about this is less dramatic than it sounds. On 
the District Council front the present proposal is that the Isle Moor Ward which in-
cludes Fivehead, Curry Mallet and Isle Abbots is to go into a “South Petherton Ward“. 
This means South Petherton will be our “lead” town or large village. Council is re-
lieved as for a moment we believed Fivehead was to be linked to Martock, a less 
easy bedfellow. 
 
There is much in the media about the Localism Bill, largely relating to the proposed 
changes in Planning Law. Council may decide to hold a Village Meeting to ascertain 
the feeling within the village relating to possible changes to the planning system. It 
may be thought a good idea to update the Parish Plan. If so that that would be likely 
to involve the now reduced Parish Plan Committee. The Localism Bill and how it 
could relate to Fivehead will be an Agenda Item in October. If you want to make your 
personal feelings known before then do contact any Councillor or the Clerk or come 
to the Public Session on October 3rd. 
 
As this article is being written there is no news on the Planning Application for a new 
shop at the Crown Inn. A decision is now overdue so has to be published soon.

‘Gratitude is not only the greatest of virtues, but the parent of all the others ’. This 
statement is attributed to Cicero, Roman philosopher and statesman from the first 
century BC.

               RSPB News Summer 2011 

 

 
Counting the breeding birds at West Sedgemoor and Greylake How do we know how many 
birds and what species breed on our reserves? We start at the crack of dawn, three times 
each month April to June!  We each have a map of our recording area, clipboard, pen, binoc-
ulars, waterproofs and wellies.  We spend a few hours walking, listening, watching and re-
cording birds singing, displaying, calling, alarm calling, carrying food or nest material and just 
about anything else that birds might be doing!!   Then we have the task of writing up the total 
number of birds of each species seen.  We are now able to build a picture up of how many 
territories each species has.  We concentrate on mapping the key, important species of birds 
in compliance with our reserve management plans.  If we can get the key species of birds at 
a sustainable level, this shows a good result of our reserve management working well for 
those species.  Of course, there are lots of other factors that affect birds, as well as the land-
scape they live in.  So we do our very best to make our reserves attractive to birds. 
Key bird species territory locations are mapped for each visit for that bird species onto one 
map per species.  Then the fun begins, working out if one bird has held its territory in more or 
less the same place during April, May and June.  Luckily, we have strict guidance rules to 
ensure we are all ‘singing from the same hymn sheet’ with regard to recording territorial birds! 
Some idea of the numbers of bird territories across the two reserves for this year were as 
follows:  Lapwing 47, Snipe 70, Curlew 39 (West Sedgemoor), Redshank 35, Yellow Wagtail 
38, Meadow Pipit 63, Reed Bunting 282, Skylark 243, Quail 5. 

But why not book on one of our guided walks to find out more.
