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1 About the Village

The parish of Fivehead
and Swell is ten miles
from Taunton and five
from Langport and sits
astride the Jurassic
ridge to the south of
West Sedgemoor.
Most of the houses and
the two churches are
on the southeast-facing
slope. Many of them
command wide views.
Fivehead is listed in
Doomsday Book as
worth  Five Hides,
hence the name. Swell
was a separate parish,
at least until 1919.
Swell remains a hamlet.

Fivehead has grown

considerably since the

1960s to a joint

population of 635, with

273 houses. The A378 runs along the ridge with a ribbon of houses, but
mostly they congregate round the medieval St Martin’s church. In Swell the
ancient church sits by Elizabethan Swell Court, which is a little distance
away from the houses. Around is farmland and, particularly on the northwest
slope of the ridge, woodland.

There are many newcomers and many are retired, drawn to this attractive
part of Somerset. You will see the figures in the questionnaire results in
Appendix D [Q12]. You will see too the balance of age and youth and
movement [Q11]. 180 people have been here less than five years, 198
between six and fifteen.

There is much going on for people of all ages and interests. We have a new
Village Hall, opened in 2005, clubs and organisations that cover all ages, an
excellent and thriving village shop and Post Office and a pub. There is no
longer a school, and some responses related this to a difficulty in getting to
know one another and hear what is happening.

Final Report 2

2 About the Plan

The production of this plan has
been a journey of discovery.
Parish plans are a new exercise
based on earlier models. There
was a Fivehead Village
Appraisal in 1994, a parish map
in 1997, and a booklet ‘Beyond
the Map of Fivehead & Swell’
published in 1999. This new
exercise comes with more of a
political and economic purpose
one of which is to revitalise
interest in Parish Councils;
another is to involve the whole
population in moves to improve
villages and their amenities. In
applying for grants it has
become necessary to show that significant numbers of parishioners are
supportive.

There was an excellent response to the questionnaire circulated in June 2006.
88% filled it in and returned it. We are republishing the detailed responses as
appendix D to this the definitive plan. In order to avoid duplication here,
responses are summarised and the OBJECTIVES and ACTIONS have been
added (Appendix C).

Following the responses to the questionnaire the committee consulted with the
village organisations and you will find the results of those consultations in
Appendices G to I.

One early achievement has been the setting up of a village website. The plan
will be published on that as well as in booklet form.

You will not find among the OBJECTIVES and ACTIONS much that calls for
large expenditure. The village is well supplied with material resources. The
needs we uncovered were more to do with road safety, leisure and community
activities and the village environment.

Certain suggestions about how such needs might be met have been made, but it
may well be that specific action groups will be needed.

In any case, we need now to make things happen. That is the test, as a number
remarked in their answers to the questionnaire. Over the coming months and
years there will be opportunities for everyone to get involved.
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3 Parish Organisations and other Bodies

Some of the parish organisations are national, some are local.

a] Parish Council : At the heart of the parish organisations is the Parish
Council which consists of seven elected councillors and a clerk. Elections take
place every four years. The Questionnaire revealed a low level of involvement,
but general appreciation. Much of its work is done quietly in many of the areas
recorded below. Through the Parish Council we engage with the District
Council, particularly in planning matters, the environment and much else.

b] Churches:

The parish churches of

Fivehead and Swell (St.

Martin’'s and St. Cath-

erine’s respectively) are

amongst the oldest and

most significant buildings

in the villages, dating

from 12"  century, and

have been in continuous

use ever since. With the

changes in law and pub-

lic sentiment, and

with  declining financial

resources, the churches

no longer play the part

they once did in

community life, but now

aim to meet the spiritual

and religious needs of individuals, including baptisms, weddings and  funerals.
They continue to stand as sentinels of something continuous in our village life
and depend on village fund raising to support the expensive medieval fabrics.

The questionnaire revealed that few from the village attend worship in any of the
churches, but there was approval of what went on from those who did.

Consultation revealed that St Martin's church is at present restoring its bells.
Work was last done on them in 1910. About £10,000 will be needed for
refurbishment. Significant sums have already been promised, but the church will
be making an appeal to the village. At Fivehead the churchyard is closed for
burial and in the care of the Parish Council . The parish cemetery is open on the
Isle Abbots road.

St Catherine’s is used for worship and is the sole public building in Swell.

The Baptist church

The Baptist church was
established in 1865 and
has always served a wider
area than this parish.
Baptists have been active
in Fivehead since the 17"
century. The full history of
the movement is printed in
Beyond the Map. Under
the present minister, who is
resident, the church plays
an active part in the life of
the village.

OBJECTIVES: There was

a general wish that churches, churchyards and burial grounds be kept in good
order. They are a significant part of the village environment. There is
appreciation of the work done by the churches in the community.

ACTION: Support the churches in their stewardship of buildings and property
and their work with youth and age, and where appropriate co-operate in this.

c] The New Village Hall

The village hall was opened in 2005 on
the Playing Field site in Stowey Road. It
was paid for by the sale of the previous
hall (once the school), by a lottery grant,
by county and district councils, by
DEFRA grants, by the trustees of the
Lambert Trust, and by much hard work
and fund-raising locally. It still carries
some decreasing debt, due to budget
overruns. It provides excellent facilities.

Consultation made clear that the Hall
Committee’s function is to manage the
hall and pay all expenses. It does not
organise activities. It does have a

programme for enhancement and improvement of facilities inside, and of
landscaping in the car park area outside. The details of these will be found in

Appendix G.

ACTIONS: Join the committee and support it in its work
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d] The Playing Field

The playing field is managed
by its own committee. There
is an overlap with the new hall.
Changing rooms for sport are
provided there. Some
activities such as playschool
use both facilities.

The Playing Field has

responsibility for all the land

apart from the hall and car

parking area. The field was

opened in 1961 and has been

subsequently enlarged. There

is a tennis court, children’s

play area, a half MUGA [multi-use games area], a youth shelter and football
pitches. In the questionnaire a majority supported changing the tennis court to
multi-purpose use [Q26] and 107 people wanted an off-road bike area. [Q30.7]

Consultation revealed that the committee has plans to plant trees, to landscape
and provide sitting areas both for hall and Playing Field facilities and to liaise with
the SSDC to change the tennis court and provide the off-road bike area. Details
of the projects in hand and planned are in Appendix H]

ACTIONS: Join the committee and support what it does.
Run events on the field

OBJECTIVE: It is important that the Village Hall and Playing Field should work
well together. There is a necessary overlap in activities and in care for the whole
complex. 153 supported an amalgamation of the two committees [Q29] with 8
opposed. Amalgamation would show gain and loss. One committee makes
working together easier: two committees mean more volunteers to undertake
particular work.

e] The Lambert Hut Trustees

The trustees administer the funds left to them when the Lambert Hut was
demolished and the site sold for development. It is now in the process of
distributing the remaining funds and closing down.

the top of Ganges Hill and
the Swell access.

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6 Crime and Nuisances

a] Crime

There were complaints that the police were never or rarely seen. [Q35] Policing
in the parish was generally rated as awful or poor by 54% [73% of those
expressing an opinion]. However, crime figures are not high. [Q20] Statistically
5% of respondents per year had been victims of theft from their homes and
premises and 1% victims of vehicle theft.

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8 The Environment

a] Environment and Identity

The overall impression we have is that its inhabitants find Fivehead and Swell a
pleasant parish in which to live and enjoy being here. They would, however, like
to make some improvements and alterations.

21% would like the Parish to have a distinctive sign, though 80% were
unconcerned. [Q31.5]

ACTION: Ascertain actual support for this, cost and position.
35% would like to plant more flowers/bulbs. [Q31.2]

ACTION: Volunteers are already working to improve the surroundings of the
Village Hall and playing field but more are needed.

33% would like to plant more trees. An
offer to provide and plant the trees has
been made. [Q31.1]

ACTION: Approach individuals and
landowners and the SSDC (verges) for
sites where trees can be planted.

The community was generally very
happy with the current refuse services:
[Q 33]. General refuse [grey wheelie bin]
was rated as good or better by 46%: food
waste [brown bin] by 54%: recycling
[open box] by 60%.

ACTION: the Parish Council should
report this if asked: the services need to
be  supported and continued.

31% would like power cables buried. [Q31.6]

ACTION: Consult with Parish Council and Western Electricity at an appropriate
time.

A question on street lighting was omitted from the questionnaire in error;
amongst the few responses which mentioned it some were strongly opposed.

132 people [23%] say they would use a parish compost facility, but as yet no
group has come forward to organise one. This will depend on local initiative.

c] Footpaths and Rights of Way [Q31.3 & 4]

The condition of existing footpaths was a concern for many - a total of 288 re-
spondents [30%)]. The Parish Council has a Rights of Way Officer.

OBJECTIVE: To utilise, improve and enjoy the many footpaths and bridleways
in the parish.

a] Neighbourliness:

There are many retired people in the parish [Q14.8]: the Fivehead Fellowship &
Leisure Club is well supported in its programme of meetings and outings. In
addition to youth work the Baptist Church provides a Friday morning “drop in” for
coffee; there are film matinees every couple of months. There is a Tuesday
service in St Martins sheltered housing complex [App 1].

There are 8 housebound and 27 disabled people. [Q2] 63 would help in cases of
need (Q21), 73 with transport, and 100 with shopping [Q46], but there is no
structure or organisation: at present people depend on knowing one another. Is
this enough, now the village has grown and people come and go?

OBJECTIVES: encourage help for the less able in the parish, and keep under
review the scale of need and how it is being met.

ACTION: the Baptist church hopes to form visiting teams for purposes stated
above and also to do small DIY odd jobs. [App 1]
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b] Levels of Involvement:

The questionnaire reveals how many people had no interest in some of the
village organisations. Could this be apathy?

58% offered no opinion of the Parish Council [Q36]

60% had no opinion of consultations by Parish Council [Q37]
65%+ offered no opinion of the buses. [Q32]

69% offered no opinion of St Martin’s Church [Q40]

74% had no opinion of the District Councillor [Q38]

77% had no opinion of the County Councillor [Q39]

78% offered no opinion of the Baptist Church [Q41]

80% offered no opinion of the mobile library [Q34]

But 95% use the shop and Post Office [Q42 & 44]. When we sent round an
edition of Fivehead Matters asking people to reaffirm interest and offer help in
organising leisure pursuits, and co-operative enterprises, the response was very
small. The Road Speed Watch has been started; an offer has been received to
organise bulk oil purchase [Q22]; a local history group has started, and other
offers are reflected in this Plan.

ACTION: We need to support our village: come forward if you have something to
offer and join in when things that interest you are organised.

c] Cohesion:

There also seems to some a lack of cohesion and good communication between
different organisations and interested parties and individuals. When the parish
organisations we spoke to studied the responses, they pointed out that there was
a level of confusion and lack of knowledge about their roles and what was
available and practicable. Examples are — building a swimming pool at the
Playing Field, outside lighting at the Village Hall, burying electric cables. This
could be solved in part by better communication. It was also suggested that a
village committee be set up with responsibility for organising social and fund
raising activities.

ACTION: Organisations to consider the effectiveness of the ways in which they
communicate
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This report is based on the questionnaires received by 12/11/2006. Its
purpose is to give a general picture of the main issues covered in the
questionnaire. In order to do so some data have been simplified. Some
data and charts in this report show actual responses received and some
are based on an extrapolated village population of 635 where in the
judgement of the Steering Group this gives a more useful picture. Some
percentages may not add up to 100% because of rounding. Some
opinions and questionnaires were unclear and in such cases the
Steering Group has used its judgement in recording the results.

When looking at the above graph keep in mind that people have drawn attention
to areas of the road they know and use.

The graph suggests that two issues are of some general concern:

Visibility at the top of Butchers Hill. Analysis shows those who don't use it don’t
have a problem! However, concern was expressed about most of the other
junctions along the A378, including those at Ganges Hill and the road to Swell.

43% of people thought more pavement at the west end of the A378 would be a
good idea.

There were strongly worded calls for action to stop speeding accidents at
Tanyard Farm.

A few people thought there is also a problem at the centre of the village.

Complaints of large lorries and antisocial parking were frequent among
residents in Millers Orchard and that area of the village from the Baptist church:

33 people complained of size [6% of respondents]
